
 
 
 

FINANCIAL AID FOR MBA / MSIS STUDENTS: 200 8 Ð 2009 
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Financial aid in the form of loans is available to MBA/MSIS students who are citizens or permanent residents of the United States. There are three 
main types of financial aid available to graduate business students at Santa Clara University: Federal Loans; Private Loans; MBA/MSIS FinAid 
Scholarships and Assistantships. 
 
Federal Loans: 
To apply for need and non need-based federal loans, file the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) form. Applicants for these federal 
loans must be attending at least half-time (enrolled in 6 quarter units per quarter). The required Federal form (FAFSA) for the following academic year will 
be available and can be filed after January 1. Continuing applicants should receive an email that will remind them to complete a renewal FAFSA shortly after 
the beginning of the calendar year. The FAFSA should be filed by the end of March for consideration for the following Fall Quarter of the academic year 
especially if the student is applying for a loan. Please note the earlier you submit, the quicker we will be able to process your financial aid application. You 
may complete your FAFSA online, at www.fafsa.ed.gov. Applicants for financial aid who are matriculating for Winter Quarter and/or Spring Quarter should 
file the FAFSA form concurrently with filing their MBA/MSIS Program Application. 
 
Private Loans: 
In addition, private loan programs offer a supplement source of assistance for which need is not part of the eligibility criteria and approval is based on 
satisfactory credit and the ability to repay. Students who are enrolled in half time or less may borrow private loans since federal aid will not be available to 
them.  Loan applications and further information regarding available loans may be obtained from University Financial Aid Office located in 
Varsi Hall on the 2nd Floor, (408) 554 Ð 4505.  
 
MBA/MSIS FinAid Scholarships and Assistantships: 
There is limited merit-based and need-based financial aid available to students. These funds are awarded by the Graduate Business Admissions 
Office and disbursed by the Financial Aid Office. Most MBA/MSIS financial aid covers partial tuition only and can be in the form of MBA/MSIS Project 
Assistantships which require working on administrative and/or research tasks for the Business School. MBA/MSIS Financial Aid Applications are available 
year-around and are updated each academic year with current information. MBA/MSIS Financial Aid Application forms can be filed for consideration for 
the Fall, Winter, and Spring Quarters—MBA/MSIS funds are usually not available for Summer Quarter. Applicants for financial aid who are matriculating 
for Winter Quarter and/or Spring Quarter should file the MBA/MSIS Financial Aid Application concurrently with filing their MBA/MSIS Program 
Admissions Application. Questions about MBA/MSIS financial aid may be directed to the Graduate Business Admissions Office, at (408) 554–5295.

¥ To be considered for merit-based AND need-based financial aid funds, please complete sections 1 through 7 of the MBA/MSIS Financial 

Aid Application. 
 
International Students: 
The Leavey School of Business and Administration, as well as Santa Clara University’s Financial Aid Office, is unable to support a scholarship program and 
limited resources do not allow the School to offer financial aid to international students. Ordinarily, financial aid is not available for non-citizens unless they 
have attained permanent resident status.

FILING FOR FINANCIAL AID Ð MBA/MSIS Students - Santa Clara University 
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MBA and MSIS students applying for financial aid (loans and/or MBA/MSIS FinAid Scholarships and Assistantships) are 
required to file the following documents:  
 
1. FREE APPLICATION FOR FEDERAL STUDENT AID (FAFSA) .  

This form may be completed online at www.fafsa.ed.gov .  If the student has filed the FAFSA form the previous year, he/she will be emailed a 
renewal FAFSA reminder shortly after the first of the year.  The renewal FAFSA should be filed online if the student wished to be considered 
for financial aid for the following academic year.  
 
Student Aid Report (SAR)  
After the FAFSA form has been completed online, the student will receive a Student Aid Report (SAR). The SAR will include either a request 
for further information or a number called an Expected Family Contribution (EFC). The University Financial Aid Office will determine a 
need figure based on the EFC.  
 
Request for Further Information 
If there is a request for further information, Section of the SAR will give the student instructions on how to make necessary corrections and 
resubmit form. After changes or corrections are made, the Federal Programs will send the student a new SAR. Students should keep the SAR 
for their records as the University Financial Aid Office will also receive the information electronically. 
 
Verification  
A certain percentage of FAFSA applications are randomly selected by the U.S. Department of Education for an audit called VERIFICATION. 
If a student is selected, he/she will receive an email notifying them that they have been selected along with instructions on what information is 
needed. 
 
Loan Eligibility  
The University Financial Aid Office will notify the student directly via email regarding his/her eligibility for Federal Stafford and Grad PLUS 
Loans (the only type of funding for MBA/MSIS students through the University). Stafford loans may be subsidized (need-based) or 
unsubsidized (non need-based) and the maximum amount of loans for which the student is eligible will be indicated in the financial aid section 
of eCampus. 
 
Miscellaneous  
 (a) MBA/MSIS applicants do NOT need to fill out “Parent” section of the FAFSA as graduate students are considered “independent” 
regardless of age.  
 (b) Spouse’s income IS taken into consideration in determination of assets.  
 (c) The Title IV Code for SCU is 001326 (to be entered in Step 6).  
 
 

2. MBA/MSIS FINANCIAL AID SCHOLARSHIP AND ASSISTANTSHIP APPLICATION  
  
To be considered for merit-based and/or need-based aid, you must complete and return the following MBA/MSIS Financial Aid Application to 
the MBA/MSIS Financial Aid Coordinator before the deadline dates listed for each quarter. Applicants may submit the MBA/MSIS Financial 
Aid Application concurrently with the MBA/MSIS Admissions Application. The Financial Aid Application is not evaluated with the admissions 
decision and is kept separate from your admissions application file. 
 

FALL QUARTER DEADLINE:  July 1  
WINTER QUARTER DEALINE:  October 1  
SPRING QUARTER DEADLINE:  January 1 

 
 

MERIT -BASED FINANCIAL AID: To be considered for merit-based financial aid funds, please complete sections 1, 2, 5, and 7 of the 
MBA/MSIS Financial Aid Application.  
 
NEED -BASED FINANCIAL AID: To be considered for need-based financial aid funds and the MBA/MSIS Project Assistantship program, 
please complete the FAFSA form and sections 1 through 6 of the MBA/MSIS Financial Aid Application. 
 
MERIT -BASED AND NEED -BASED FINANCIAL AID: To be considered for merit-based AND need-based financial aid funds, please 
complete sections 1 through 7 of the MBA/MSIS Financial Aid Application. 
 
If the FAFSA form is filed by the student but not the separate MBA/MSIS Financial Aid Application, he/she will be considered for loans 
ONLY. The University Financial Aid Office will send out an Award Letter indicating the amount of loans for which the student is eligible.
