The HIV/AIDS epidemic in Malawi is a leading cause of death,
creating many orphans.

Mary retired as Deputy Police Chief in 2006 and used her pension
to found the Children Centre.

Began with 10 volunteers, providing one serving of porridge and
nursery school classes to 250 orphans under the age of 5.

Even just one meal a day transformed the health of these
children, creating a stronger foundation for he future.

Now there are 4 centers in 16 villages, providing 2 meals a day to
915 children.
