COURSE DESCRIPTION:  Humans have inhabited North America for over 10,000 years.  In this class we will survey the varied adaptations and lifeways of these peoples and will explore how and why they changed through time.  The culture histories presented in this class will draw on the work of underwater and terrestrial prehistoric archaeologists.  In general the area north of modern Mexico will be discussed with special attention focused on the Eastern Woodlands and Southwestern United States.
