Internship Description:
Intern will gain valuable hands on experience working in the area of juvenile justice public policy issues. Perfect internship for administration of justice or pre law student interested in youth issues. Intern will be responsible for coordinating with SVCN’s coalition of nonprofit health and human service agencies who are interested in research, data and developing information to promote the best systems of care in both juvenile justice. SVCN is the leader in public policy advocacy for the nonprofit sector in our community with over 200 agencies within our membership base and excellent resource for future employment.

Duties

SVCN is fast pace working office. A typical week at SVCN would likely involve the following: meeting with key community leaders in juvenile justice, tracking legislation, analysis of  information or data; conducting special research requests, communicating with nonprofit members.
· Monitoring the various county meetings related to Juvenile Justice Reform and communicating the findings from these meetings to our network. This includes Juvenile Justice Coordinating Council, 

· Involvement in the coordination of a juvenile justice resource fair for over 25 nonprofit agencies and county probation, district attorney and public defender offices.

· Organizing meetings with key staff in the public defender, district attorney and with the juvenile justice judges.
· Conduct Research in the area of juvenile justice.

· Interface with the alternative education collaborative for youth at risk of dropping out of school. 
· Track legislation that impacts juvenile justice reform. In the past, SVCN interns have produced policy papers that have been adopted both locally and by statewide advocacy groups. 

· Intern will participate in advocacy, education as well as coalition building on legislative issues.

· Represent SVCN at community meetings as needed.

· Other duties/special projects as may be assigned.

Value of the internship to the Intern:

Interns are exposed to a variety of policy makers at both the state and local level,  the inner workings of a small nonprofit that is active throughout Santa Clara County as they attend SVCN staff, (possibly) board and committee meetings, both observing and interacting with planning and improvement discussions. Interns are in the position to establish up close and personal relationships with Community Leaders.  Research can and will lead to implementation and thus have an impact on legislation.
Weekly one-on-one supervision is provided to assure opportunities for additional learning, clarification, and feedback. Interns will gain a unique blend of observations about nonprofit work that span education, human and social services and healthcare. Knowledge gained includes an understanding of the inner workings of various nonprofit agencies, nonprofit research skills, and key information and research needs associated with governance.
