Course Description
This course will introduce participants to intercultural approaches to religion, culture, and human development, and will provide an opportunity to explore the intercultural vitality of Christian discipleship and different ways of growing up in the U.S.  The course will focus on intercultural aspects of U.S. Hispanic-Latino popular religion, African American spirituality, and current cross-cultural social scientific theories of human development. Students will be asked to reflect on their own family histories in light of the material studied in the course, and to formulate their own understanding of what it means to be human in the face of globalizing forces currently reshaping California and the U.S.
Learning Goals: 

1.) Students will explore and achieve an introductory understanding of intercultural approaches to religion, culture and human development
2.) Students will gain a critical introductory understanding of: 

a. U.S. Hispanic-Latino popular religion and its intercultural dimensions;

b. African-American spirituality and its intercultural dimensions;

c. selected social scientific theories of inter-cultural human development.

3.) Course participants (instructor included) will 
a. explore and become more deeply aware of the intercultural richness and vitality of varying forms of Christian discipleship and different ways of growing up in the U.S.

b. reflect critically and with sensitivity upon our family histories in light of the material studied in the course.
c. articulate an initial understanding of what it means to be human in the face of globalizing and intercultural forces currently reshaping California and the U.S.

d. gain a deeper understanding of the lived reality of the persons, families, communities, and traditions studied in this class through visits to and interactions with local communities in Northern California.

Course Requirements and Methods of Evaluation
Grades will be assigned on the following basis and according to the criteria listed below:

1. Participation and Course Responsibility: 30% 

a. Attendance: students are expected to attend every class session and will be held responsible for the assigned material.  If you must miss a course meeting, Please email Professor Lassalle-Klein in advance (rlassalleklein@scu.edu).
b. Occasional Discussion Forums
There will be "threaded discussions," on some of the readings in preparation for each class.  Everyone in the class should participate.  I will post “starter questions” to the site, and will read the contributions each morning before class (and probably several times before) for content and to be sure that each class member has participated.  

c. Daily class discussion
Class participation entails active engagement in class discussions.  This involves asking questions, the frequency and clarity of your contributions, knowledge of the reading matter under discussion, the ability to articulate a position, the clarity and power of your reflections, and attentive listening to others. 

2. Examinations:  40%

a. Midterm Examination – 20%
The Midterm Examination will be consist of identification and short answers on the terms and themes covered in the course up to that point, one-third multiple choice and two-thirds essay. 

b. Final Examination- 20%
The Final Examination will be comprehensive.  
3. Writing Assignments: 30%

Students will do a family genogram (15%) utilizing the model of intercultural human development learned in the class, and one paper (15%) on a topic related to one of the major themes from the course.  The genogram should include two typed pages of interpretation, and the paper must be four to eight pages double spaced, typed, in 12-point type with one-inch margins.
