Description of Group:

Mission Statement – Their goal is for you [members] to learn and grow in a meaningful relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ and other believers within their church family. They do this by implementing New Testament principles and power through four building blocks seen in God’s Word. The four building blocks are Sharing, Connecting, Growing, and Serving. 

History – Pastor Dick Bernal and his wife Carla founded Jubilee Christian Center with only six people in 1980.  In 25 years the church has grown to over 14,000 members from all nationalities and backgrounds. 


Leadership Structure – Pastor Dick is the founder and main pastor and leader for the Jubilee Christian Center. They have no figures similar to the Pope but focus rather on one’s personal relationship with God and with each other.


Commitment to Members – The Jubilee Christian Center puts a big focus on commitment to their members. Throughout the year they offer new member breakfasts and dinners and Pastor Dick actually personally periodically calls the members of the church. They are a non-denominational congregation and welcome all types of beliefs. They even have a slogan, "The first time you come, you're a visitor; the next time, you're family."

Community Involvement – The Center involves the community in a way unique to this “mega-church.” They have television broadcasts of both Sunday and weekday services to involve members of the community that cannot or do not physically attend services but wish to still participate. This television broadcast reaches over 500 million viewers each week. Also the Center puts together many events and services frequently to incorporate members like MOPS (Mothers of Preschoolers), Life Planning Seminar, Men and Women’s Ministries and many more. 

Outreach Programs - When you visit Jubilee you will see flags from around the world in their main sanctuary.  They represent the various nations and countries that the church membership supports through missions work, crusades, and media outreaches.  Most notably is Pastor Dick’s effort for the last 20 years toward the nation of India. Also, Jubilee missionaries are currently living in Africa, China, India, Mexico, North Korea, Philippines, and Spain.


Beliefs and Practices – The Bible as their sole authority, autonomy of each local church, priesthood of every believer, tithing, baptism by immersion, spirit-led living, Small group home / work fellowship & discipleship, and telling others about Christ. 

Recent News – The Jubilee Christian Center is currently working on building a new Youth and Children’s Center.
