SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS FOR SCHOLARSHIP

AUDITIONS AND INTERVIEWS 
On Saturday, January 14, 2012 special workshops will be offered for students auditioning and interviewing for any

Theatre and Dance scholarship. Beginning at 9 a.m. workshops will run simultaneously in Acting, Dance and 

Design/Technology. Students will have the opportunity to get to know the faculty in a more relaxed atmosphere and the workshops should serve as an excellent warm-up for the interview process.
THEATRE

Acting students should prepare one monologue from a play. The monologue should be no more than two minutes in length. You may also sing if you wish. The song should be from a musical and can either be up-tempo or a ballad between 16 and 32 bars. You must bring a CD (without vocals) for accompaniment. A CD player will be provided.
THEATRE DESIGN/TECHNOLOGY/STAGE MANAGEMENT
Bring a portfolio of any design or technical work you have done in costumes, lighting, sets, props, etc. For example, we would like to see drawings, paintings or photographs of props that you have made, sets you helped construct or paint, and costumes that you have constructed. If you are interested in Stage Management, please bring a prompt book. When you are interviewed, be ready to explain what sort of run crew positions you have filled.
DANCE
Be prepared to demonstrate your dance ability. You may perform your own or someone else’s choreography, in any style (modern, ballet, jazz, etc.). Be sure to bring your own CD if you plan to dance to music. A CD player will be provided. You should arrive early enough to stretch and warm-up before your audition.
*Those students who wish to audition for both Theatre and Dance may attend the workshop and be scheduled for Dance auditions in the afternoon.

It is always best to audition in person, but if this is impossible you can submit a videotape or DVD:
Dance students should demonstrate a standard series of exercises that comprise a typical ballet barre, plies, tendues degages, developes, and battements.  It is not necessary to show each exercise on both sides of the body, although a side camera angle is preferred for the plies, and a more frontal angle is preferred for later exercises.  This assists in demonstrating your overall body placement.  As noted above, demonstrate your dance ability by performing two to three minutes of choreography.  This is best shown in a studio with good lighting, rather than an excerpt from a live performance where often the quality may be insufficient.  If desired, an additional clip from the student in a performance can be included.  A call from the Director of the Dance Program will respond to the video or DVD and be an opportunity for discussion in general about dance at Santa Clara University.  

Acting students should prepare two monologues from a play. The monologue should be no more than two minutes in length. You may also sing if you wish. The song should be from a musical and can either be up-tempo or a ballad between 16 and 32 bars. 

Design/Technology students should send a DVD or CD of design work.
Playwriting, Directing, History, or Literature students should send written samples of work.
NOTIFICATION

All scholarship applicants will be notified of their interview and audition appointments by mail or telephone.  Normally, each appointment will last about twenty minutes.  Appointments will be scheduled between 12:00 p.m. and 5:30 p.m. on Saturday, January 14, 2012.
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
