What is Lent?

The word “Lent” comes from the Anglo-Saxon
word meaning “Spring.”

their journey towards initiation in the Catholic
Church through the Sacraments of Baptism,
Confirmation and first Eucharist. Their faith
journey is an invitation for the rest of the
Christian community to reflect upon our own
faith commitment.

The Lenten season is characterized by three
disciplines: prayer, almsgiving/good works, and
fasting. These practices can prepare us to
experience God in familiar or surprising ways.
For Catholics, Ash Wednesday and Good Friday
are days of fasting (3 small meals and no
shacking). “Days of Abstinence” are days in
which Catholics abstain from eating meat (Ash
Wednesday and all Fridays during Lent).
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
