Faculty Senate Committee Ad Hoc Committee on Lecturers

Draft Minutes of Meeting 16 January 2007

In attendance: Marc Bousquet, Janet Flammang, Barbara Kelley, Dan Lewis, Roseanne Quinn

Absent: Manny Velasquez

The committee agreed to ask Don Dodson for four types of data: 
1)  A list of all non-tenure track faculty employed by SCU during the current academic year (2006-2007) in order to send them a survey. 

2) Historical data about the number of different types of lecturers (senior lecturers, multi-year lecturers, annual lecturers and QPTs) by School/College and by cluster in the College (Natural Sciences, Social Sciences, Humanities and Arts). 

3) Faculty salary data to provide a context for salaries of non-tenure-stream faculty. 

4) A list of faculty with academic year appointments by type (tenured, tenure-track, senior lecturers, renewable term lecturers, fixed term lecturers, and other fixed term faculty), by college/School, and by gender.

Barbara wondered whether we should investigate the claim made by some faculty that tenure-stream faculty are better teachers than non-tenure stream faculty. We discussed whether there was a valid way to do so. We considered the possibility of comparing the quantitative teaching evaluations of tenure-stream and non-tenure stream faculty. But we decided that these numbers did not adequately capture teaching effectiveness. So we concluded that we would not look into this claim.
Marc, Roseanne and Barbara agreed to a draft survey instrument.
