University Research Committee Meeting

Professor Kitty Murphy called the meeting to order. 

1.  Review of minutes from November 27, 2006, meeting
With two revisions, the minutes were approved.
2.  The Teaching Scholar Model and the Upcoming WASC Accreditation
Don Dodson explained that the Teaching Scholar model will be one of the three themes for the upcoming WASC accreditation process. He distributed a draft of questions for discussion. He emphasized that these are genuine questions for study and review—it is an opportunity for us to examine what we can reasonably sustain at the university. The immediate task involves taking these fairly broad questions and making them researchable: to develop projects that will produce evidence that we can actually use to formulate action plans. Workgroups of 5 to 6 people will probably be constituted for each theme. 
3.  Discussion of Eureka with Provost Gilbert
Provost Gilbert explained that she would like to see more undergraduate involvement in faculty research and more interdisciplinary research, and that Eureka could be a means to this end. Although we can get the package from Texas, we can design it to meet our own, distinctive needs. Several questions were raised about the intended audience, whether it would provide additional information beyond what could currently be found through Google searches of the SCU web site, and whether it would overlap with Digital Measures. The idea was floated that it might be useful to create a task force to investigate further Eureka’s potential implementation at Santa Clara.
