Welcome – Fred Smith welcomed all to the meeting.

Approval of Minutes – Meeting minutes approved.

Guests – Carl Fussell, email discussion - Carl discussed the SCU Email & Collaboration Services Review.  GroupWise has been in existence since 1994 and the university is now looking into options that would better service staff, faculty and students.  A survey was sent out yesterday, May 18th, to gather information and data to determine criteria for new system.  Our primary focus now is email, however, we have developed other collaboration needs that need to be identified and the goal is to implement a single solution system by Fall 2012 that will be for the greater good of SCU community.  The next phase of the review will entail forming two teams (fac/staff team and student team) to assess needs of each group.  Transparency of the review is essential to ensure fairness and thorough study.  There was a brief question and answer period with discussion regarding import/export tools, calendar usage, JST participation, budget/cost, and option of continuing with upgraded version of GroupWise.
