Alpha Residential Community FAQs
Why is ALPHA moving to Nobili and how long will it be there? 

The Graham complex is being completely demolished and reconstructed, so ALPHA is moving only for the 2011-2012 school year.  In Fall 2012 ALPHA will move back to the new Graham complex. 

Will it still be the same RLC?

As much as possible!  Although the physical space will be different, the spirit that has made ALPHA an extraordinary RLC will remain.  We will host traditional ALPHA events like ALPHA Olympics, Saturnalia, and excursions to see events around the bay area.  While there will be fewer students in ALPHA next year we want to encourage any “ALPHA Alumni” to feel welcome in our community and take an active role in our events.      
What staff members will work with ALPHA?

ALPHA will still have a Faculty Director (FD), Resident Director (RD), and Resident Minister (RM) many of whom will live in Nobili with the residents.  In addition, ALPHA will still have Community Facilitators (CFs) who will live on each floor.     
Will there be a front desk for ALPHA students in Nobili?

Yes, there will be a service desk to help answer questions, check out supplies, and provide printing services.  We encourage any friendly and responsible students to apply for the Desk Receptionist position!

How many people can live in ALPHA/Nobili next year?

We will have space for 60-70 freshmen and 40-50 sophomores.  It may be a small community, but it will be close-knit and a lot of fun!
I am a current freshman (rising sophomore) and I want to stay with the awesome ALPHA community.  Can I live in Nobili next year?

We will have approximately 40-50 spots for sophomores in Nobili.  If you are not placed in Nobili then you will be given priority to switch RLCs, after those who are staying in their current RLC are placed.
I currently live in ALPHA (Graham) but I’m not going to live in Nobili next year.  Can I still be involved in ALPHA?  

Yes!  We would love to have you at any and all ALPHA events and encourage you to help us keep the ALPHA spirit alive.  Please contact the resident director, Lesley Stahl to stay on the ALPHA mailing list and get access to events.  

I do not currently live in ALPHA (Graham) but I want to live in Nobili next year.  Can I do that?

Unfortunately due to space limitations our sophomore spots will be reserved for current ALPHA students.  If current ALPHA students do not fill the spots, we will open the spots for other returning students to transfer into ALPHA/Nobili.
I am an incoming student.  Can I still preference ALPHA in my RLC choices?

Yes, the ALPHA community will be available for all incoming freshmen.  We will be placing incoming freshmen in extra-large triple rooms in Nobili Hall.  For more information regarding Nobili Hall, please visit the “Residence Halls” section of the Housing website.  The Nobili triple rooms are the largest rooms offered on campus and will comfortably fit three students. 
What room options are available in Nobili?

Nobili hall will have double rooms with attached bathroom or triple rooms with attached bathroom.  There are kitchens and common rooms on most floors, as well as a large group meeting space on the 4th floor.  
What are the room sizes in Nobili?

The doubles are roughly 260 square feet and the extra-large triples are roughly 360 square feet.  All rooms have a private attached bathroom.
When can I apply to live in the Alpha community for 2011-2012?
