Loyola Vision and Goals

Loyola is a four-year residential learning community for students, faculty, and staff with an active interest in faith and justice.  Based on the conviction that learning happens best in community where the whole person can be engaged, Loyola seeks to create a faithfully active and socially aware community of scholars who yearn to share their talents, energies and dreams with one another and with the wider world.  At the heart of the Loyola RLC is a commitment to educate the whole person in the Jesuit tradition to serve faith and promote justice in solidarity with those in greatest need.  We embody this commitment through 5 key values: 

(1) Scholarship:
a love of learning and a desire to integrate our learning with community activities, 

(2) Hospitality:
a spirit of openness and welcome to people of all backgrounds, 

(3) Spirituality:
a willingness to explore and experience God’s presence in our lives, 

(4) Solidarity:
an appreciation of how our lives are interconnected, and a desire to deepen these connections, especially with those suffering on the margins of society, 

(5) Discernment:
an ability to reflect on how our experiences are calling us to use our gifts and talents to meet the world’s needs. 

Firmly rooted in the Ignatian and Catholic tradition that sees God at work in all things and all peoples, Loyola welcomes students of every faith as well as those who are questioning the place of God in our contemporary age.  

As a four-year community, Loyola realizes that students have different questions, challenges, and concerns at every stage of their college career. Two of the most pressing issues for those in their final years of college are integration and vocation.
Integration raises the question:  How do you pull together your experience at Santa Clara, from core curriculum studies to your major, from service projects to new friendships?

Vocation asks about the future—what should you do with your life?  This question asks not simply about possible careers, but about a deeper calling: Where do your best gifts meet the world’s greatest needs?

The Loyola RLC offers many opportunities to explore these issues.  It draws on Ignatian spirituality which believes that you find a fully meaningful life when your unique talents find a way to make a difference in the world.  This spirituality encourages all of us to find a calling not just a career.  To support this endeavor, Loyola participates in the DISCOVER project (funded by the Lilly Endowment) which provides a variety of opportunities such as special seminars, vocation symposia, and retreats to help community members explore their own vocation and discover how they want to live.  In addition, Loyola benefits from the presence of the Ignatian Center for Jesuit Education which is comprised of :  the Bannan Center for Jesuit Educational Mission, the Arrupe Partnerships for Community Based Learning and the Kolvenbach Solidarity Programs. 

Drawing on all these resources, the Loyola community is committed to pulling the Santa Clara experience together and discerning where it leads.  By dialogues and programs we can bring the world into our community.  By common projects we can bring our community into the world’s issues.  Upper division courses, film series, engagement in service, community-based learning, immersion trips, community liturgies and dinners will be some of the avenues available.  These are the ways that we can discover the particular needs that call forth our personal talents and gifts, especially in conjunction with our major field or study.  Toward this end, upper-division Loyola students will commit themselves to participate in specific experiences to make this vision a reality and to bridge the gap between our dreams and the world’s needs.

Selection Criteria

The selection process involves the Loyola Leadership Team, current Loyola community members, and the CF Staff.  Our goal is to objectively evaluate each application (returning residents and new) and to intentionally build a balanced, diverse community based on the criteria listed below. 

· A commitment to be an active member of the 4-year Loyola RLC,

· An understanding of  Loyola’s vision and goals,

· An ability to integrate academic, personal, and co-curricular interests around faith and justice,

· An appreciation for how the Loyola experience will help you explore vocation and discover how you want to live,

· A demonstrated involvement in Loyola, community service, and campus activities.

Students not selected to live in Loyola may remain eligible for housing in other RLCs based on the current campus process.  Please contact Housing and Residence Life for more information.
