Loyola Sophomore Year Outreach Requirement

As a member of the Loyola community it is important that we try to incorporate the following five principles in everything that we do.  

Scholarship: a love of learning and a desire to integrate our learning with community activities

Hospitality: a spirit of openness and welcome to people of all backgrounds

Spirituality:a willingness to explore and experience God’s presence in our lives

Solidarity: an appreciation of how our lives are interconnected, and a desire to deepen these connections, especially with those suffering on the margins of society
Discernment: an ability to reflect on how our experiences are calling us to use our gifts and talents to meet the world’s needs
