Organizational Profile
Breakthrough Silicon Valley is a nonprofit organization that serves students from 10 local middle schools and 8 local high schools. Breakthrough’s mission is to prepare motivated middle school and high school students for success in academically rigorous high school programs that will lead them to college and to inspire and prepare high school and college students to pursue careers in education.  Breakthrough’s high school provides students with workshops, academic guidance, and college application assistance.  Students are provided individual tutoring on a need basis.   
SCU Student’s Role
