Organizational Profile

The Migrant Education Program (MEP) is a federally funded program, authorized under the No Child Left Behind Act.  It is administered in all states and is designed to support high quality and comprehensive educational programs for migrant children to help reduce the educational problems that result from repeated moves.
California’s MEP is supported by both federal and state laws and is the largest in the nation.  One out of every three migrant students in the U.S. lives in California.  A child is considered “migrant” if the parent or guardian is a migratory worker in the agricultural, dairy, lumber, or fishing industries and the family has moved during the past three years.  MEP collaborates with the San Jose Unified School District to administer a Saturday Learning Academy intervention program at Washington Elementary School, which is centrally located in the heart of downtown San Jose. 
The Washington neighborhood is a gateway for immigrant families, particularly from Mexico. The Migrant Saturday Learning Academy is a 22week program serving approximately 200 students in grades pre-K through 8th as well as high school students who need to accrue credits to meet graduation requirements. The Migrant Education Early Start (MEES) Program for 3-4 year olds supports the development of oral language, literacy and math skills in English and Spanish. Additionally, teachers incorporate thematic teaching using developmentally appropriate curriculum. 
The intervention program for students in grades Kinder through 8th addresses the Language Arts and Mathematics standards for each grade level.  The Saturday program runs from 9 am to 12 noon. Arrupe placement is 9am-11:30am. 
SCU Student’s Role

SCU students will provide small group and/or individual tutoring and academic support.  SCU students who choose to participate in the pre-school and Kinder – 2nd grade must be Spanish-speaking.
