Western Civilization for Adults (V & VI)

The popular Western Civilization for Adults series continues this quarter with a fresh look at the so-called
Middle Ages. Join Professor Dorothea French and friends as they examine politics, religion, and culture of
11™ - 15" century Europe. There are no pre-requisites for the sequence, and each class is completely inde-
pendent, so you can sign up for either or both. These classes have been overwhelmingly popular, so sign up
early.

Western Civilization V — taught by Dorothea French

Crusades and Culture in the High Middle Ages

This class will examine the economic, religious, and political growth of European society in the 11-13" centu-
ries that helped to create a confident and dynamic Europe. One example of emerging Western European civi-
lization and confidence was a revived and militant papacy which spearheaded crusades not only to recover the
Holy Land from the Muslims, but also against heretics or “enemies of the church” in Europe. The High Mid-
dle Ages was also a time of tremendous intellectual and artistic activity: a renaissance of classical learning;
the emergence of universities; the appearance of a vibrant secular literature; and a building explosion of great
Romanesque and Gothic cathedrals that were visible symbols of Christian Europe’s vitality. Join Professor
French for a look at these stirring events through the examination of the lives of specific individuals such as
Urban II, Bernard of Clairvoux, Abelard and Heloise, Eleanor of Aquitaine, Marie de France, and Abbot
Suger, to name a few.

Dr. Kathleen Maxwell, Art History, will deliver a lecture on Romanesque and Gothic cathedrals.

The U.S. Economy: What Now? - taught by Thomas Russell
The US economy has just gone through the worst recession since the Great Depression. Recovery, especially
in jobs, is fragile, slow, and likely to remain so. In this class we will address three questions. What happened?
Was the response to the crisis appropriate? What are the prospects for the US economy going forward? Not
just in the short run, say the next two years, but for the longer run, say the next decade. Class participation will
be encouraged, so there will be lots of time for questions and answers.

Our ongoing film history series continues with a look at how Hollywood captured the exuberance of American
life in that most challenging decade - the 1940's. Please join us as a Technicolor Carmen Miranda explodes in
"Weekend in Havana," and Ida Lupino falls hard for Bogart in "High Sierra." Bing Crosby teaches us a thing
or two in "Going My Way," Zachary Scott struggles to survive in Jean Renoir's "The Southerner," and we
watch the greatest American film from the period - "The Best Years of Our Lives." Lively discussion follows

every film.

Dying for a Life: Women in the Early Christian Church - taught by Catherine Murphy
Contemporary debates about the proper role of women in church, society and family are often grounded on
claims about the Bible and early Christianity. How true are these claims? In this class, you'll explore the way
women were viewed in Greco-Roman society and the revolutionary, if not entirely liberating, way Christians
regarded women instead. In particular, we'll explore the theme common to much early Christian (and male-
authored) literature that women could not be saved as such, but that their path to salvation--and church leader-
ship--lay in "becoming men" first. What was it about the cultural construction of women that placed that extra
hurdle in their path on the way to heavenly life? How did early Christian women deacons, missionaries,
prophets, martyrs and ascetics take up that challenge? And why did so many early Christian men write
women's stories in this way?

The Divided Supreme Court: Challenging Issues in Current Supreme Court Jurisprudence — taught by
Margaret Russell
This course will examine the current U.S. Supreme Court, focusing particularly on the impact of individual
justices on the Court’s evolving jurisprudence. Among the challenging issues examined will be campaign fi-
nance regulation (as affected by the January 2010 Citizens United v. Federal Election Commission decision);
the Second Amendment/gun control (as affected by the 2008 DC v. Heller decision and the pending McDonald
v. Chicago case); and school desegregation (as affected by the 2007 Parents v. Seattle Unified School District
decision). We will also discuss the Court’s jurisprudence on gay/lesbian rights, and a case that is likely to
wind up before the Supreme Court: the federal same-sex marriage case of Perry v. Schwarzenegger (now in
trial in San Francisco). Although taught by a law professor, the class lecture and discussion will focus on pro-
viding information in a “nonlawyerly” way for the generalist who wants to know more about the current Su-
preme Court.

Crisis and Rebirth: the 14™ and 15™ Centuries

The Late Middle Ages of 14™ Century Europe was characterized by famine, plague, economic depression,
war, social upheaval, and a decline in the power of the universal Catholic Church. Certainly it was a dark and
fearsome time. However, the dissolution of medieval civilization was the forcing ground for what the human-
ists of the 15™ century believed to be a “rebirth” of the classical civilization of the Greeks and Romans that
had been “neglected” or “dead” for centuries. Join Professor French for an examination of the religious, artis-
tic, intellectual, and social aspects of the Italian Renaissance that raised fundamental questions about the
value and importance of the individual.

Dr. Blake de Maria, Art History, will deliver the lectures May 24™ on Art and Power: the Renaissance
Papacy.

Anthropology of the Middle East — taught by Laure Bjawi-Levine
This course is an anthropological introduction to the Muslim Middle East and North Africa (MENA), broadly
perceived geographically from Morocco to Iran, and examines the various peoples who live in the region and
explores issues of religion, gender relations, conflict and revolution, migration and globalization. Film media
will highlight the cultural and socio-political life in the contemporary Middle East.

Dealers, Collectors, and Museums: Early Modernist Artists in Paris — taught by Brigid Barton
In this course we will focus on the role of dealers, collectors, and museums in developing the reputations of
major figures in Early Modernism in Paris. We will begin by examining the idea of the modern museum and
the histories of several Parisian museums which house major collections of modern art, including the Musée
d'Orsay. We will then turn our attention to the collections at these museums and the ways in which dealers,
collectors, family and friends of artists helped to make these collections so rich today. Dealers such as Vol-
lard, Kahnweiler, and Durand-Ruel, collectors such as the Steins, Barnes, and the Havemeyers, and family
and friends were central in creating the collections in these museums which we so enjoy today. The reputa-
tions of Cézanne, Van Gogh, Gauguin, Toulouse-Lautrec and many other important Modernists hung on the
actions of these private parties. This is an important part of Modernist art history which is often overlooked
and yet which provides fascinating insights into the making of the art historical canon.

Porgy and Bess 1 taught by Lynne Morrow
George Gershwin’s Porgy and Bess is a great American opera. Since its premiere in 1935, the music has be-
come part of our popular culture. Most music lovers know the famous songs: Summertime, I Got Plenty of
Nothing, It Ain’t Necessarily So. But there are 500 other pages of music, including what is probably the source
of the Star Wars theme! Students in this class will listen to a lot of that other music, be introduced to all of the
character pairs and their themes and discover that Bess was not a character in DuBose Heyward’s original
novel, “Porgy”! Gershwin and Heyward’s creation of a folk opera with black characters played by black sing-
ers was revolutionary. We will discuss the importance of the novel and the opera to American cultural history.

Future Plans for NASA and US Space Exploration — taught by Andy Gonzales
The United States' brief visits to the moon during the Apollo project from July of 1969 until December of 1972
sent humans on a tentative path into the solar system for the next great series of exploration. After Apollo
NASA has been busy building a space station and while we may not be returning to the moon in the near fu-
ture, NASA is currently preparing to re-extend the reach of the United States beyond Earth orbit and to con-
duct extended space exploration. The moon, asteroids, and deep space operations (at LaGrange points) will all
be possible destinations. We won't be using the US Space Shuttle much longer, but will instead rely on our
Russian partners and eventually US commercial providers for transportation. We will develop new technolo-
gies to help us explore. Come join Andy Gonzales, a Senior Systems Engineer at NASA, who helps to develop
mission concepts for future exploration of the moon, Mars, and the outer planets of the solar system. Andy
will summarize the accomplishments of the past space exploration, and give a preview of some of the current
plans for the direction of the future space probes. Andy will also share up close photos and videos from his re-
cent viewing of a night time Space Shuttle launch. Come and discuss the latest concepts in the direction of
space exploration!

Empty Nets — taught by Wil Burns
The world’s fisheries are in crisis, with many of the most important commercial fish species in serious
decline, and with future projections even more foreboding. Indeed, the highest percentage of endangered
species in the world is that of fish species. These trends have serious implications for those who rely on fish
as a critical protein source, for those who work in the industry, for communities that rely on fishing for tax
revenues, and for the overall health of many ocean ecosystems.

This course will examine the following issues: 1) What is the current status of the world’s fisheries, and what
are the projected trends for fisheries over the next century and beyond? 2) What are the causes of the dramatic
decline of the populations of many fish stocks? 3. What are some of the potential solutions to the world’s
fisheries crisis?

Brigid Barton

Brigid is Professor Emerita of Art History at Santa Clara University. Her specialty is modern European art
and she has developed a number of special courses on French and German modernism.
