Your probationary period for the acquisition of tenure will be seven years.  This means that you must apply for tenure at the beginning of your sixth year of service, in the fall of YEAR.

This offer is contingent on your ability to provide documentation that supports your legal right to work in the United States at Santa Clara University.  Please record your acceptance of these terms and conditions by signing in the space indicated below and by returning this letter to this office not later than two weeks from the date of this letter.  One copy of this letter is for your records. If you accept the position, a formal letter of appointment from the Provost will be sent to you in MAY.
