English 190(b): Certification for Writing Tutors

Celebrating and Supporting SCU Writers and Writing

The purpose of this directed reading is to prepare students who have successfully completed English 190(a): Practicum for Writing Tutors for certification through Santa Clara University’s Writing Center: the Hub and, if so desired, through the American Tutoring Association and/or College Reading and Learning Association.

For SCU certification, students will 

· complete 30 hours supervised tutoring;

· compile a reading/reflection journal based on the analysis, synthesis, and evaluation of different writing and tutoring issues; 

· complete a group project, presented to the SCU community the last week of class,

· all of which will be documented in a portfolio students may then submit for professional certification.
