Swim Instructor Job Description

Purpose:
Swim Instructors are responsible for conducting classes for patrons of all ages and skill levels. They are primarily responsible for creating lessons plans, teaching substantive classes in innovative and creative ways, and maintaining correspondence with clients.

Duties and Responsibilities:
· Create lessons plans appropriate for skill levels of assigned clients.

· Show up to scheduled lessons with enough time to prepare and set up.

· Incorporate pool safety themes into classes.

· Schedule lesson times and days with clients and enter them into online lesson calendar to ensure they do not conflict with the pool schedule.

· Attend quarterly aquatics staff meetings and participate in skill-building activities.
· Provide a friendly, welcoming, inclusive, and service-oriented environment. 
· Respond appropriately with first aid and/or CPR if emergency occurs during your swim lesson.

· Assist lifeguards, if possible, when emergencies occur at pool.
· Keep the pool and pool deck areas safe and clear of hazards.

· Represent the Department of Athletics and Recreation in a professional manner at all times.

Required Qualifications:
· Currently enrolled Santa Clara University student.

· Currently certified in American Red Cross (ARC) CPR for the Professional Rescuer. 

· Currently certified in American Red Cross (ARC) Lifeguard Training and First Aid.

· Must be available to teach individual lessons during the week and on the weekends.  
· Experience teaching swim lessons in individual and/or group settings. 

· Pass the Campus Recreation aquatic swim test 

· When Campus Recreation is hiring for the lifeguard position, a mandatory swim test will be scheduled.   Applicants must attend and pass this test in order to be considered for interviews.  The test includes a timed 500 yard swim, water tread, and demonstration of ARC Lifeguard, First Aid and CPR skills. 

Preferred Qualifications:
· Currently certified in America Red Cross (ARC) Water Safety Instructor (WSI). 

· Genuine interest in a variety of individuals and commitment to providing quality service.

· Previous experience in aquatics and/ or lifeguarding.

· Advanced/ specialized safety certifications.

· Candidates should be reliable, self-motivated, able to multitasks, and respond quickly in an emergency.
