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A Events or activities ahould encourage the Santa Clara University
community that they can freely come and go.

A Events or activities should allow for other activities to take place
such as watching TV, playing billiards or darts, etc. while the
planned activity/program is taking place.

A Events or activities should be open to everyone.

A Events or activities should always be free to attend.
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Category 1- Passive

Events that exist as a result of the space and equipment within the
venue. For example, the billiard tables, the dart boards, the TV etc.
create an atmosphere for students.

Category 2- Moderate

Events that leverage the equipment in the new venue to create an
event. Theses type of events are more passive than an active event.
For Example, leveraging the TV screens to put on weekly Monday
Night Football or having special movies running on the screens.

Category 3- Active

Events that become much more of the focal point fot the evening.
These type of events would still enable people to hang out, play pool
or darts, but are much more expansive. For example, having a band
or DJ or live entertainment to create a fun atmosphere.
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Student organizations are required to go to the Event Planning Ofpce
to make The Bronco reservation. During the reservation process,
students will recieve a Bronco training provided by the Event Plan-
ning Ofpce prior to an event being scheduled.
